MEMBERSHIP

Overall membership of the EPA remained virtually
static in 2008-09 with the nett loss of just 8 mensb
Nine of the EPA’s 15 Regions recorded increases in
membership, which included the previous year's 6
smallest regions. The losses were in the oldest and
most established regions - Southern, Eastern, Kent,
East Midlands and Anglia, along with Thames Valley,
meaning the game is become a little more widespread
around the country, although the membership base is
still heavily concentrated in the south.

There are no prizes, other than perhaps the enthance
revenue for the clubs/regions, so just for fun we
present our EPA Membership Awards for 2008-09:

30 Years Ago (1979)
The East Midlands Region is formed with 6 clubs
in Lincolnshire, 1 from Leicestershire and
another from Rutland to become the fifth Region
of the BPA.
Membership of the BPA stands at 1,142 members
from 80 clubs.

DUDLEY LEWIN
(1942-2008)

It is with great sadness that |
inform you all of the sudden

death of Dudley Lewin. Dud

had been ill for a week or so
with the flu but had been

showing signs of getting better,
it came as a great shock to
learn that he passed away on
Boxing Day night.

For 19 years Dudley was a stalwart of The Half
Crown Pétanque Club in the West Midlands having
been one of the 10 founder members in 1989 and the
first Chairman of the club, holding this post fevot
years as well as being Club Captain from 1998 until
2004, and again from 2006 and 2007. Dud was the
current President of the West Midlands Pétanque
Association, a post he held on two occasions.

The CEP has also announced that the European
Pétanque Championship for Women, which was due
to be held in Tel Aviv in 2009, wilhot now go
ahead. In its place the CEP will organise the first
European Championship for Men in Nice, France
from 24th to 26th July 2009.

It is anticipated that the European Ladies
Championships will now be held in 2010, as will the
European Junior Championships.
