You will recall that last year Bingo Lotto hit the TV 
screens in the UK and as a result the EPA received 
over £1,000 from the CCPR. The first series ran for 
just 6 weeks and generated nearly £160 per week for 
the EPA.  
 
Series 2 is likely to start in September and again the 
EPA has registered to benefit from funding. This time 
there will be vastly different amount of funding 
available. Tesco’s will be selling tickets from its 
27,000 stores nationwide and consequently the money 
going to the CCPR will be increased many times over.  
 
This time sales are anticipated to be in the millions of 
£’s per week, 20% of the funds generated will be 
distributed to CCPR members who have applied, the 
potential additional funding is substantial. There are a 
number of stipulations and restrictions on how the 
EPA may spend any money that it receives; however, 
it is possible that many new opportunities will be 
available as a result. 
 
To comply with current Gambling Laws the CCPR 
has had to create 27 different societies, all of whom 
will receive funds from the income generated from 
Bingo Lotto, up to a maximum of £2,000,000 per 
society. The EPA has applied to receive funds from 
approximately 20 of these societies and if successful 
we will be able to distribute funds for many and 
varied good causes within our Pétanque family. 
 
These societies all have different aims and ideals for 
which they will receive funds to distribute. These 
range from “Best In Sport Ltd” which has “to support 
the development and operation by sports 
organisations and recreation organisations of elite 
performance programmes to enhance the ability of 
and opportunities afforded to those participating in 
sport and recreation at a national representative level” 
to “Sport Officials CIC” which supports “to promote 
the development, training and support of officials 
regulating the playing of sport and recreation in the 
United Kingdom”. 
 
So when you buy your Bingo Lotto tickets at your 
local Tesco store you may well be supporting 
Pétanque in England.

EUROPEAN ESPOIRS 
CHAMPIONSHIPS 

 

The qualification for this year’s European Espoirs 
Championships took place over the weekend of 21-22 
March. Sadly there was no English involvement as the     
Management Committee had taken the controversial 
decision to pull out of the event. 
 
Qualifying for the finals that will be held later in the 
year were: 
 
Men - Belgium, France, Germany, Italy, Netherlands, 
Spain, Sweden & Switzerland 
 
Ladies - Belgium, Denmark, France, Germany, Italy, 
Spain, Sweden & Turkey. 
 
In the mens group matches the French team, which 
contained former junior World Champion Dylon 
Rocher, won their group at ease without dropping a 
game while Spain also progressed easily through their 
group. 
 
Germany and Sweden will be the teams to watch in 
Ladies final event. Sweden overcame Spain, 
Netherlands, Belgium and Denmark to win their 
group. In arguably the harder group Germany beat 
France, Italy (both by 3 games to nil) and Turkey. 
 

WORLD & EUROPEAN 
UPDATE 

 

The FIPJP have announced that for the 2010 ‘Triples’ 
World Championship nations will now be required to 
qualify through the continents, in our case the CEP. 
For this to work the CEP will use the Men’s European 
Championship to decide which of the 24 nations (not 
including the current World Champions) will qualify.  
 
Editors Comment - This does create a conundrum as 
whilst the World Triples Championships are still open 
to both sexes the European Federation have chosen 
to qualify via a “men only” event. Are we going 
backwards creating more age and sex category 
events? What do you think?  

 
 

The French version of the EPA’s Club knockout 
competition came to a conclusion over the same 
weekend as the EPA event. Their competition started 
with an 2,731 clubs playing in “zones” each 
consisting of two or three of their regions. The final 8 
then played off on 21st and 22nd March at Oloron 
Sainte-Marie. 
 
The competition is now very high profile in France 
with all their top players competing for their clubs. 
Retaining their title and recording their fifth win in six 
years were the indomitable DUC Nice club.  
 
As Nice have already qualified for the European Club 
Cup as holders it is down to the runners up, 
Montluçon, to represent France in this year’s 
competition. 
 

WORLDWIDE DROP  
I+ MEMBERSHIP 

(WELL I+ FRA+CE A+YWAY) 
 
Official figures released by the games World 
governing body, the FIPJP, for year ending 31st 
December 2008 reported a total of 566,630 members 
Worldwide. This is a drop of 5,000 members on the 
previous year’s final total and the second year in a 
row that membership has fallen around the World. 
 
However with membership of the French Federation 
dropping by nearly 13,000 membership around the 
rest of the World actually increased. It is also more 
widespread as with the addition of Haiti earlier this 
year membership of the FIPJP now stands at 83 
nations. 
 
However the figures can be taken with some degree of 
scepticism. Of the 81 affiliated nations in 2008 around 
half did not report new figures, with 7 not reporting 
any figures at all.

Having retired from the international scene multiple 
World Champion, Philippe Quintais, is set to make a 
comeback. He has been selected to represent France 
in the Mens European Championships, with Michel 
Loy, Stephane Robineau and Christophe Sarrio, and 
also in the Mediterranean Games in the mens doubles 
with Pascal Milei. 
 

CEP VP 
 
Congratulations (or should that be commiserations?) 
to Mike Pegg as he was elected Vice President of the  
Confédération Européenne de Pétanque (CEP).  
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CELTIC CHALLENGE 
  
The 21st annual Celtic Challenge, between squads of 
four triples each from Ireland, Scotland and Wales 
(together with a “B” squad from the home nation), 
was held over the weekend of  2nd-3rd May in Cork. 
 
The result was a third win in a row for Wales but the 
final results were the closet ever with just two games 
separating first to third places. 
 
Best triple over the weekend was Scotland 2 - Robbie 
Stronach, Jonny Wilson and Lynn Jenkins.

CCPR 
One Voice for Sport and Recreation 

 

For many years the BPA and subsequently the EPA 
has been a member of the CCPR or to give it its full 
title The Central Council for Physical Recreation. 
This is an alliance of National Governing Bodies and 
represents nearly 300 different sports with nearly 
150,000 clubs and some 8 million regular 
participants. 
 

The sports represented are big and small, from the 
Football Association and the England and Wales 
Cricket Board to the National Stoolball Association 
and the EPA. 
 

The CCPR has many different functions and has close 
links with Government Departments in order to ensure 
that sport in the UK irrespective of its size and 
popularity has a say in how sport is legislated both in 
the UK and in Europe. 
 

The EPA gains in a number of ways from our 
membership with the CCPR. We have access to many 
workshops and seminars that assist the EPA 
Management Committee (MC) to remain up to date 
with future changes in legislation.  
 

Recently a member of the MC attended a workshop 
on the National Anti-Doping Agency as it is possible 
that any EPA competition could be subject to a visit 
from a drugs testing team. This already happens at the 
World Championships and may happen at the 
European Championships or indeed the Inter-
Regional Championships at Brean Sands. Anyone 
found to be under the influence of drugs or with a 
high level of alcohol in their blood is subject to the 
same penalties as those applied at Athletics, Football 
or any major sports. You have been warned! 
 

We have also attended a briefing on the new and 
somewhat complicated system of Vetting and Barring 
which is being introduced in the Independent 
Safeguarding Authorities system that is due to be 
introduced from mid 2010. 
 

This legislation is to update the Safeguarding 
Vulnerable Groups Act 2006 and will bring into force 
registration for anyone wishing to act in any way with 
children and vulnerable adults. Registration for 
everyone will be a legal requirement even if you 
currently have an up to date CRB check. 
 

This does not mean that CRB checks will now be 
redundant as any organisation can continue to request 
CRB checks as part of its duty of care. They are not 
portable from one group i.e. Teachers to Brownies, 
they are only relevant to the body that requested it, so 
a CRB check for a teacher will not automatically be 
valid for the EPA.

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COACHING UPDATE

CIEP International Trainers Diploma: 
 
Some of you may be aware that in July 2008 I 
attended the International Trainers Diploma Level 1 
(CIEP ITDL1) coaching course with Richard Pratt 
(East Midlands Regional Coach) in Paris.  During the 
course we spent 50% of our time in a classroom and 
50% of our time on the terrain.  The course consisted 
of two long days starting at 9:00 and finishing at 7pm.   
In the classroom environment we covered many topics 
including basic coaching techniques of pointing and 
shooting in detail, basic rules of the game, history of 
the sport, attributes of pétanque, the role of the coach, 
how to sell pétanque to sponsors, schools, etc and 
how to market the benefits of the sport, management 
of training, materials, times and participants, 
motivation, developing competitive spirits, game 
analysis before, during and after a game.   
  
During the practical sessions we worked through 
different coaching methods in relation to setting up 
training exercises, developing ways to assess skills of 
players whilst providing an element of competition 
throughout coaching sessions regardless of their 
experience or current level of skills, analysing 
individuals skills, abilities, and techniques with 
feedback being given on player positioning, etiquette 
on the terrain, marking boule, and assessing the 
dynamics of the team, working on individuals own 
techniques, fault finding and correcting errors in a 
structured manner, developing tactics, awareness of 
tactical situations, and how to apply pressure to 
training situations.   
 
After completing the two days of training an 
examination was then taken that tested theoretical 
knowledge and practical application of what had been 
learnt during the course.  I am pleased to confirm that 
both Richard and I passed the course. 
 
EPA Coaching Qualifications: 
 
Whilst in France I had the opportunity to discuss in 
detail the EPA Coaching Qualifications with the 
Claude Raluy (Head of the CIEP) to ensure we move 
our own coaching qualifications forward in England 
in the correct way.   
 
After talking to Claude the EPA Grade 3 course 
content has been modified which clearly defines how 
to run a standard coaching course.  This module will 
then help to start to breed a consistent approach to 
coaching across all coaches. 
 
Since completing the course I have also developed a 
kit of coaching aids that are now available to coaches 
and regions to purchase to assist them in developing 

their coaching sessions.  These kits have already been 
ordered by Kent and East Midlands.  These regions 
along with the coaches who have already ordered kits 
will receive them in the next couple of weeks.  
 
EPA Grade 2:  
 
Since returning from the CIEP course last July I have 
been working on a new modular Grade 2 course that 
will comprise several modules covering all aspects of 
pétanque.  It will develop the thinking in the Grade 2 
and actively develop upon Grade 3.    
 
The course modules will be are as follows: 
Module 1 – Introduction to the Grade 2 (including 
assessment of Grade 3’s skills) 
Module 2 – Tactics & Analysis 
Module 3 – Team Management 
Module 4 – Practical Coaching Skills Assessment 
Module 5 – Presentation & Communication Skills  
Module 6 – Situation based testing of all skills 
covered in Grade 2 
 
The 1st module will be run in the Autumn of 2009. 
 
Renewal of Coaching Licences: 
 
In 2006 the EPA introduced CRB Checking for all 
coaches.  Since then as and when coaches have taken 
examinations they have had to be CRB checked 
before being issued with a licence to coach.  All 
current licences expired at the end of March 2009.  In 
January all coaches were requested to provide 
evidence of the coaching they have undertaken to 
remain active as a coach.  
 
Through the renewal process I can confirm that we 
currently have 38 active coaches with 16 still in the 
process of renewing.  Between the 38 active coaches 
have delivered 1727 hours of coaching have been 
given to members in the 3 year period.  These hours 
are broken down as 433 hours coaching were 
completed in 2006/07, 574 hours in 2007/08 and 720 
hours in 2008/09. 
 
Adult Coaching Day: 
 
In response to several requests made in recent months 
I am in the process of arranging an Adult coaching 
day to be held at a central venue.  The event will open 
to all members on a first come first served basis and is 
planned to take place in August.  The details of this 
event will be advertised on the EPA website in the 
next couple of weeks once a venue has been 
confirmed and details have been finalised. 
 
EPA Academy Events: 
 
This year two EPA Academy events have been 
arranged.  The first event was held in January at 
Whittlesey and was attended by 5 cadets.  However, 
the second event which was planned for April at 
Solihull was cancelled due to no entries for the event.

 Kent Pétanque International 

After three years of success the ab Fab Classic Pétanque competition in 2009 has moved from February to August 
and expanded from a one day event to a two day festival of pétanque to be held at the Lordswood Pétanque Club on 
August 22nd and 23rd.  Ab fab flowers the Walderslade based florist has announced that it will again support the Kent 
Pétanque Association in staging the biggest international pétanque competition in England. It will attract players 
from all over the UK and Europe. The holders from the Fort Mardyk club (near Dunkerque) in France are expected 
to defend against stiff competition from English, Dutch, German and Spanish teams.  Teams from Kent are usually 
prominent and this year it should be no exception with almost half of the 80+ teams expected to come from within the 
county.
