WORLD WIDE DROP IN 
MEMBERSHIP (IN 2004) 

 
Despite the continued spread of the sport around the 
Globe figures released by the international governing 
body, the Fédération Internationale de Pétanque et 
Jeu Provençal (FIPJP), for year ending 31st 
December 2004 showed a drop of some 19,000 
registered members to 566,866.  
 
Once again this loss in membership was almost 
exclusively in France where the number of licensed 
members dropped 18,921 to ‘just’ 390,516. 
 
However the figures can be treated with some degree 
of scepticism as one third of the affiliated nations 
were shown with exactly the same membership 
figures as were reported for 2003 and a further 4 
nations didn’t report their membership at all. 
 
It’s not all bleak however as another six new nations 
took up the sport in 2005. Asia in particular has seen 
a huge growth in the game in recent years. Indeed the 
latest 5 Nations to affiliate to the FIPJP all came from 
this continent - they were Armenia, India, Pakistan, 
Philippines and Taiwan. This brings the total 
affiliated nations to 66 from all six Continents.

Thailand had a clean sweep of Gold medals at the 9th 
Asian Pétanque Championships that were held in 
Kumagaya, Japan between 28th-30th October. 
 
Eleven Nations took part including FIPJP newcomers 
India and Pakistan as well as teams invited from 
Australia. 
  
There were no surprises in the Mens and Ladies 
Shooting events as the Thai’s fielded their two 
current World Shooting Champions – Thaleungkiat 
Phusa Ad and Thomgsri Thamakard. Thailand also 
recorded wins in the other two events - the Mens and 
Ladies Triples.

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EUROPEAN CLUB 
CUP 2005 

 

A team from France was crowned European Club 
Champions for the fifth year running. The finals of 
the European Club Cup were held in Nice, France 
over the weekend of 26th-27th November 2005.  
 
The four remaining clubs in the event were the Joli 
Bois from Belgium, La Genevois from Switzerland, 
Star Masters de Barbizon from France and the 
defending champions, the D.U.C. de Nice club, also 
from France. 
 
The Star Masters from Paris were the form team 
going into the event having conceded just one game 
on their way to the finals. They kept this run going 
with a 5 games to nil win over Swiss champions La 
Genevoise before defeating their compatriots the 
D.U.C. de Nice club 4-0. The home club won the 
deciding barrage game against the Joli Bois from 
Belgium 4-2 to set up an all French final. 
 
The final was a much closer affair than their previous 
meeting but the Star Masters maintained their 
superiority with a 4-3 win which saw them become 
European Club Champions 2005.

BRITISH INCLUSION  
FOR 2006 IN DOUBT 

 
For the first time since 1997, when the European 
Club Cup started, there may be no British 
involvement in this year’s competition. Participating 
Nations must enter by 1st March with the respective 
National club champions selected no later than April 
2006. However, to my knowledge the BPF had not 
made any arrangements for this. 
 

HOME NATIONS 2006 
 
It was agreed at the EPA AGM to raise the profile of 
the prestigious Home Nations event. A budget has 
already been set for kitting out the English squad. The 
qualifying players are due to be presented with two 
embroidered polo shirts (i.e. England logo with Home 
Nations 2006) to keep. As the event is being held in 
the height of the Welsh summer the players will also 
be issued with returnable sweatshirts and jackets. 

INTERNATIONAL 
REPRESENTATION            
Prize or Stepping Stone? 

 
In recent months there has been much debate in the 
GB pétanque world about the International Qualifiers 
mostly stimulated by the calendar and the difficulty 
of fitting all the events in. There has been much 
debate about format of qualifiers and on ideas to 
reduce congestion in the early part of the season by 
qualifying one year for the next or separating North 
Sea qualification from World Championship 
qualification.  
 
What hasn't been debated is “What is the purpose of 
International Qualification?” 
 
Should we treat it simply as a prize? You have won 
the qualifying competition and your prize is to go to 
the World or European championships and 
experience playing against the best teams from other 
FIPJP countries.  
 
Or should we treat it as a stepping stone to move up 
to the next level of pétanque? You have won the 
qualifying competition and your prize is to dedicate 
yourself to producing the best GB performance at a 
World or European championships. 
 
I think that the problem with our domestic game is 
that in recent times most players view GB 
qualification as a prize while the BPA saw it as a 
stepping stone to improve standards in Britain as 
measured by our performance in the international 
events. With different agendas it is hardly surprising 
that there was a lack of harmony between players and 
BPA. Not only that but the result was unsatisfactory 
for both groups. I have attended the last 6 World 
Championships and each time the GB team has come 
away with feelings of dissatisfaction at having under 
performed and the BPA and now the BPF has seen 
GB slipping further down the rankings which was 
particularly evident at the 2005 North Sea 
Tournament 
 
What should we be doing? I think the first priority is 
for players and officials to be on the same page. I also 
think that in the long term the Stepping Stone 
approach is the only way to go because we have 
already seen how the prize approach is ultimately 
unsatisfactory even for the prize winners. To my 
mind the debate needs to be about how a stepping 
stone approach is implemented. What do you think is 
needed in terms of support and playing structure to 
take the standard of pétanque forward in this country?

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EXCITING NEW EVENT 
 
Pétanque Promotions, on behalf of the EPA, are 
currently in negotiations with a sponsor with a view 
to hosting a series of open competitions in the 
summer along the lines of the old British Open 
events. This is likely to take the form of up to 16 
competitions around England held over 8-9 
Saturdays. It is intended to have 2 categories at each 
event,  teams of "18-40 year olds" and "40 & Over", 
with the top 2 teams from each category at each event 
going through to the finals at Battersea Park. Total 
prize money could be in excess of £6,000 going to the 
top teams as well as the clubs they represent.

GET WELL SOON 
 
I am saddened to report that Tiny 
Neville (Southern Counties) has 
suffered a stroke. However he is 
now at home and is making a steady recovery, I am 
sure you all join me in wishing him well. 
 

NEW EURO EVENT 
 
What are the odds of a player who has just passed 
from Junior to Adult qualifying to play in the Senior 
World Championships, not very high unless he or she 
was a junior world champion or at least high in the 
ratings. 
 
This is not just an international problem but one that 
faces us all. At the 2005 spring Board of Directors 
meeting the Confédération Européenne de Pétanque 
(CEP) discussed at length this issue and decided to 
introduce a new European Championship aimed at 
the 18–23 year “young” players. 
 
We are currently working on the format which should 
be finalised at our next meeting in March, but we 
have decided to hold the qualifying games in 2006 
with the finals in 2007. This sort of event will, we 
hope, retain some of our younger adult members 
giving them a realistic target to aim for and just may 
lead to a World Championship tournament.

RULE CHANGES 
 
The FIPJP’s Umpire Commission is currently 
reviewing the rule book, early indications are there 
may be a few changes if only slight as discussions so 
far have been mostly about the structure of the rule 
book. We will of course update you as soon as we 
know more. 

ENHANCED 
INSURANCE COVER 

 
Recently Mick Bourton, National Treasurer, and 
Mike Pegg, National President, met with Perkin Slade 
the insurance brokers. In this day and age of litigation 
we have to insure the EPA for Civil Liability to cover 
organising competitions, coaching and other 
events. To improve the cover we have in place they 
have requested Perkin Slade to include our 
County/Regions and Clubs to those entitled to 
indemnity. 
 
Acting on Perkin Slade’s advice, with effect from the 
1st March 2006 we are adding all our members to this 
policy taking on the responsibility that was, in error, 
assumed to be a function of the BPF. 
 
The new policy will have a limit of indemnity of 
£5,000,000 which is the suggested national minimum 
and has ‘worldwide’ cover, meaning as member of 
the EPA you will be insured throughout Great Britain 
and abroad whilst playing or taking part in an 
organised pétanque event. 
 
We are now investigating the possibility of re-
introducing personal accident insurance. We hope to 
have some further positive news on this soon. 
 

NATIONAL LOTTERY 
News from the CCPR 

The Department for Culture, Media and Sport has 
launched a public consultation seeking views on the 
allocation of lottery funding to good causes beyond 
2009.  It is important that individuals and 
organisations involved in sport respond to this 
consultation, so that the Department is made fully 
aware of the importance of the national lottery to 
sport, and of the impact it has made both at 
community and elite level.   
 
The CCPR would encourage all member 
organisations to respond to the consultation, and also 
to promote it through your network of clubs.   
 
Suggested key messages to include in your response 
are that sport needs to retain its share of lottery funds, 
and presents good value for money in terms of 
expenditure, whether this is through achieving world 
class success or through contributing to government 
targets around health, education and social inclusion.
